DeKalb County Airport Advisory Board Minutes
The DeKalb County Airport Advisory Board met on Monday, January 9, 2012, at 7:00 p.m., Room 227, Airport Administration Building at DeKalb-Peachtree Airport.

Members Present: Larry Scheinpflug (Chairman), David Fowler (Vice-Chairman), Chad Duncan, Eugene Henry, Jacq Marie Jack, and Lamont Stanley.

Members Absent: Jo Arrington, Frank Mutz, and John Pitts

Others Present:  Mario Evans and John Carroll from DeKalb-Peachtree Airport Administration

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.

I. Approval of the November 14, 2011 Minutes:  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jacq Marie Jack, seconded by Eugene Henry, with the correction of the date in Item I to read “Approval of August 8, 2011 minutes.”  Motion passed.
II. Information/Old Business
A. Director’s Report – In the absence of Airport Director Mike Van Wie, Mario Evans reported the following:

The Board of Commissioners (BOC) at its December meeting approved the leases of 2 T-hangars, 1 shop and 2 offices. On the agenda for its January meeting, the BOC will consider the leases of 2 T-hangars, 1 shop and 7 offices.

B. Noise Report – John Carroll, Noise and Environmental Technician, noted the following highlights from the December, 2011 report:
A total of 10,880 operations occurred in December (as compared to 11,582 in December of 2010) with 56% of these operations on a north flow and 44% to the south.  A total of 42 complaints from 18 complainants were received.

Noise Report Discussions:
Jacq Marie Jack questioned the long-time practice of removing the top two complaining households from the “reports per household” number.  Discussion ensued regarding the skewing/inflating of overall results if only two households represented high complaint numbers.  It was pointed out that the “reports per household – all inclusive” is also included and that all complainants are listed with the number of their complaints on another page of the report.
Jacq Marie Jack questioned the listing of the complainants’ names with their addresses and suggested that this deters people from making complaints.  Mario Evans reminded the Board that the addition of the complainants’ names had been added at the pleasure of the Board and that a complainant need not give his/her name.  In 2005 the registration numbers (N numbers) of aircraft associated with the “correlation of noise complaints to operations” were posted.  The “N” number of an aircraft can lead to the identification of the owner or operator via an internet search.  As a result, both complainant and aircraft owner/operator are equally treated.  
Regarding Voluntary Curfew Operations, Jacq Maria Jack asked for more information regarding the non-Medevac flights of N333VS.

Annual Noise Report for 2011:  Highlights: Annual operations for 2011 are down significantly as compared to 1990.  For this 22-year period, the average yearly number is 214,151 with 2011 representing 155,189.  Itinerant operations comprise the majority of total operations. Noise complaints are down as compared to 2010.  Voluntary Curfew Operations represent only 2% of total operations.  High noise events have decreased over the years from 1,134 in 2007 to 533 in 2011.  The Advisory Board commended John Carroll for the excellent report and its format.

C. Other – None.

III. New Business

Election of Advisory Board Officers:  Motion made by Jacq Marie Jack for David Fowler to serve as Chairman and Larry Scheinpflug as Vice-Chairman; seconded by Eugene Henry.  Motion passed.
A general discussion included the need to research the by-laws for attendance and absences rules for future review.

The February agenda will include a discussion of a “meet your county commissioner at the airport” event to be held in conjunction with an Advisory Board meeting and to include a tour of the airport and a social component.  Mayors and other elected officials may be included.

IV. Public Comments – None.
